The Center for Climate Action invites you to join us for an in-depth policy conference call on 
mandatory greenhouse gas reporting rules. GHG emissions must first be measured before they 
can be managed. In December 2008, the California Air Resources Board approved its final 
mandatory reporting rule. The US Environmental Protection Agency released a proposed 
Mandatory Greenhouse Gas Reporting Rule in March, and expects a final rule in late 2009. 
Speakers on this policy call will provide an overview and comparison of the two reporting 
programs, and offer insight into how the programs will interact and affect business and policy 
development in the West.

Participate in the Center for Climate Action's Study on 
the Costs/Benefits of Verification  
 
The Center for Climate Action will release a report on the costs and benefits of independent, third-
party verification of greenhouse gas inventories in mid-July. The purpose of the study is to:  


●     make verification costs transparent to members of voluntary greenhouse gas emissions 
reporting programs and the general public 


●     help organizations, businesses and agencies reduce the cost of verification through 
education, improved management systems and better business practices 


●     share previous reporters' verification experiences through case studies


In early-May, the Center will distribute a questionnaire that gathers data on verification costs and 
experiences from organizations, businesses and agencies that participate in voluntary reporting 
programs involving third-party verification. We encourage all Center for Climate Action Partners to 
participate fully so that our study is as robust as possible. Please contact Laura Zahn at 
laura@climateregistry.org if you are interested in participating.
